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Sextants

The mouth is considered to have 6 sextants - 2 posterior sextants (molars and premolars) and 1 anterior sextant (from canine tooth to canine tooth) in both the maxilla and the mandible.  Index teeth are examined to represent each sextant.  If no index tooth is present in a sextant qualifying for examination, single, fully-erupted incisors or premolars may be substituted.  For each sextant to be examined the substitution rules are as follows:

· Both the 6 and 7 are present - record the worst score of the 2 teeth,
· If only the 6 or 7 is present score the one present only,
· If both the 6 and 7 are missing use the 4 an 5 and record the worst score of the 2 teeth,
· If the 6 and 7 and one or both of the bicuspids are missing then a score for the area cannot be determined. (i.e. if only one premolar is present for a posterior sextant, then you do not score),
· For missing upper incisors the order of substitution is 11, 21, 12, 22, 13 23, and
· For missing lower incisors the order of substitution is 31, 41, 32, 42, 33, 43.
For Debris and Calculus Indices:

To obtain the DI and the CI, the buccal/labial and lingual surfaces of three segments, (1) the right posterior region, the segment distal to the right cuspid, (2) the left posterior region, the segment distal to the left cuspid, and (3) the anterior region, the segment mesial to the right and left first bicuspids, are examined in both the upper and lower arch for debris and calculus, respectively.

In the posterior region, the first and second molar teeth are examined on each side of each arch.  Sometimes, however, a molar may be excluded if partially erupted or crowned (these items are covered later in the text).  The buccal surfaces of the selected upper molars and the lingual surfaces of the selected lower molars are examined.

In the anterior region, the labial surfaces of the upper right and the lower left central incisors are examined.  In the absence of either of these anterior teeth, the corresponding central incisor on the opposite side of the midline is substituted.

For the OHI-S, each surface, buccal or lingual, is considered half the tooth circumference. Also, only fully erupted permanent teeth are scored.  A tooth is considered “fully erupted” when the occlusal or incisal surface has reached the occlusal plane.  Natural teeth with full crown restorations and surfaces reduced in height by caries or trauma are not scored; an alternate tooth is examined instead.

Maxillary:
16 and 17, 11, 26 and 27 or in the primary dentition 55, 51, 65

Mandibular:
47 and 46, 31, 36 and 37 or in the primary dentition 85, 71, 75
Note: if both the 6 and 7 are crowned in a sextant and the bicuspids are not crowned use the uncrowned bicuspids to record the debris and calculus scores. 

Debris Index Simplified (DI-S)

Oral debris is defined as the soft foreign matter loosely attached to the teeth.  It varies in colour from greyish white to green or orange.

In this case only place the tip of the probe perpendicular to the tooth surface, and drag it along the surface of the tooth to observe whether 'piling-up' of debris occurs.

Record the condition at the following:

Teeth in the maxilla and lower incisors:

labial surface 

Molar teeth in the mandible:


lingual surface.

Observe the stain and incisal extent of debris and record the highest score for each sextant, as follows:

The primary tooth should be used as a substitute when the permanent tooth is unerupted.  In the event that both the primary and permanent teeth are absent, record a “5” (i.e., missing tooth).

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Calculus Index Simplified (CI-S)

Oral calculus is defined as a deposit of inorganic salts composed primarily of calcium carbonate and phosphate mixed with food debris, bacteria and desquamated epithelial cells.

DO NOT PROBE for subgingival calculus in respondents with positive oral health restriction, or in children under the age of 15 years.

The periodontal probe is used to estimate the surface area covered by the supragingival calculus and to probe for subgingival calculus.

Record the condition at the following surfaces: 

Teeth in the maxilla and lower incisors:
